
   

-- A Word from Sharon Watkins, Our General Minister and President -- 

Dear Sisters and Brothers in Christ -- Last week I joined with about 200 other Christian leaders from across the United States to have prayer with Pope Benedict XVI. It’s tempting to say that 
“everyone” was there.  In fact, just about every stripe of Christian in the United States was represented. Just in front of me sat Pat Robertson. Next to me sat a Pentecostal bishop, and on the 

other side was the dean of an Orthodox seminary. Two rows up (on the front row) was Rev. John Thomas of the United Church of Christ and across the aisle from me was Rev. James 

Forbes. There were Missouri Synod Lutherans, Mormons, Evangelicals and Mainline Protestants. There were bishops dressed in purple, Orthodox hierarchs dressed in their ancient garb, 

and Protestant leaders in business suits and dresses.   All there because the Pope had invited us. Perhaps the president of the United States could have commanded such a crowd, but he’s 

the only one. It was impressive to see the range of traditions represented by the people who accepted the Pope’s invitation to pray together.  

I was struck by his simplicity, by his air of sincerity. He was quiet – maybe tired after his morning at the United Nations. He spoke of the importance of our Christian witness in a time of 
globalization, a time which can either draw us together as a global community or drive us more deeply into individualism and fragmentation. The theme of the service, Christ our Hope, was 

the dominant note of his message.  Some commentators have noted that Pope Benedict XVI chose, on this visit, not to address large challenges. No big word on the war in Iraq. No “in your 

face” admonishing of American Catholics to change their ways. Instead on this visit, the Pope chose to draw us in. (In fact, one of the hymns we sang was “Draw Us in the Spirit’s Tether.”) 

Instead of emphasizing differences, he seemed to be looking for common ground.  Maybe this was exactly what we needed. 

Daily life is an experience of fragmentation for so many. Low-income seniors fight through a tangle of regulation to have access to medication. Single parents struggle to provide resources for 

their families in a tightening economy. Suburban families are broken by the demands of family and dual careers. Military families await word on loved ones as we surpass the 4,000th 

American death in Iraq. Daily our world is segmented, segregated, and fractured. And yet, like a bulb bursting forth into a flower announcing life over dismal winter, Pope Benedict brought 

this gentle reminder that as a people of faith, we live in hope.  

We’ll have to be careful that we don’t leave it with the Pope’s reminder, however. As important as his words are, it’s our witness that finally matters most.  We in the Christian Church 

(Disciples of Christ) don’t have a Pope who can speak for all of us. That means that every one of us has to take responsibility for making the gospel real in our lives and giving witness to the 

people around us. It means we can’t wait for someone else to be or share the gospel for us. Each one of us is responsible for making real the life-giving call of Christ to reconciliation and 

wholeness in our context. 

Our new identity statement says, “We are Disciples of Christ, a movement for wholeness in a fragmented world.” It’s time for us to live the call for unity and one-ness that has always been 

part of the historic Disciples plea and challenge ourselves to faithfully move forward. Our identity statement continues: “As part of the one Body of Christ, we welcome all to the Lord’s Table 

as God as welcomed us.”   The Pope’s call to the Christian community to give witness to the hope that is within us was right on cue. It’s time for each one of us to take up our part.

I recently learned two things about God.  One, He likes to 
play cards; and two, He totally cheats!

MANNA  MINISTRIES 
“Food From Heaven” 

 
As approved by the church board on May 4, 2008 First Christian Church in Canyon, Texas will serve as Host Site for Manna 
Ministries. We are excited about the opportunity this will give folks to purchase good food at good prices.  We hope to expand to 
include everyone who would like to be involved with this program. 
 
Manna Ministries is a non-profit, non-denominational organization for food purchase and distribution.  There is no income 
requirements, no applications, or qualifications to which participants must adhere.  Like most retail grocery stores, we will also 
participate in the Lone Star Food Stamp program. 
 
Manna  Ministries is dedicated to providing grocery relief and financial support to communities throughout the United States.  The 
program was joined with Cornerstone Outreach Ministries in Amarillo, Texas in January 2007. (This is the same distribution site 
formerly designated as an Angel Food Ministry host site.)  Companies and producers in the Panhandle fill the orders and deliver 
the food to Cornerstone. Volunteers  pick up the food and bring it back to First Christian here in Canyon.  It is then sorted into 
boxes and readied for pick up by those who have placed and  paid for an order earlier in the month. Manna Ministries crosses 
denominational lines and has spread the good news of the gospel of Christ through salvation tracts that are placed in each food 
order.   
 
The groceries are sold in a quantity that can fit into a medium-sized box at $25.00 per unit.  Each month’s menu is different than 
the previous month and consists of both fresh and frozen items with an average retail value of approximately $50.00.  Comparison 
shopping has been done in various communities using a wide range of retail grocery stores and has resulted in the same food items 
costing between $42.00 and $78.00. 
 
Generally, one unit of food assists in feeding a family of four for about one week or a single senior citizen for almost a month.  
The food is all the same high quality one would purchase at a grocery store.  There are no second-hand items, no damaged or out-
dated goods, no dented cans without labels, no day-old breads and no produce that is too ripe.  
 
Also offered are specialty boxes such as steaks, chicken and pork.  Many participants in this program appreciate the expanded 
choices.  With the purchase of each regular unit of food, you may purchase the specialty boxes.   You may purchase boxes of food 
for yourself or for someone else who will enjoy receiving it.  
 
Food sales and distribution are handled by church host sites.  Orders and payments are collected by the host site during the first 
part of the month.  These orders are turned in to the Cornerstone Ministries distribution site in Amarillo on a predetermined date.  
Later that month, the host site in Canyon (First Christian Church) will pick up the  order and bring it back to the church for 
distribution on that same day.  Everyone will need to come to the church to pick up their food order during the times set, or make 
arrangements with someone else to pick up and sign for your food.  Food cannot be kept at the church, no delivery service will be 
available.  All orders that are not picked up in a timely manner will be given away.   Since the orders are paid for at the time the 
order is placed, there is no money involved on the day of distribution.  There is no  refund or credit given if the food is not picked 
up. 
 
On the day of distribution many volunteers are needed to package the bulk food into individual orders.  We are  asking individuals 
who want to help to come to the church at  2011 4th Ave.  At this writing, we are distributing food from 11:00 a.m. to 12:30 p.m. so 
the volunteers would need to be at the church by 10:00 a.m..  These times may change as the need requires but the date and times 
are always listed in the previous month’s information included in the food boxes.  Other ways of information will be the local    
newspaper and of course word of mouth.  Order forms may be picked up at First Christian Church also available at locations to be 
named later. The completed orders and payment can be mailed to the First Christian Church at 2011 4th Ave, Canyon , Tx.  79015 
or taken to other drop off places which are being arranged and will be posted.  Payment must be made to First Christian Church.

Orders must be paid for at the time the order is placed and a receipt will be given. If you would like a receipt for the mail-in orders, 
please send an addressed, stamped envelope with your order.  Orders picked up will also require a signature to ensure everyone 
gets their correct order.
